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In a village midway between Jerusalem and Tel Aviv, Jews and Palestinians live together in peace, in a community built on respect, trust and understanding.  
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Abdessalam Najjar was the first Palestinian to bring his family to the community in 1978. He has played a key role in both the development of the Primary School/Junior High School and the School for Peace.  Currently, Abdessalam serves as the Mayor of the village. 

Michal Zak settled as one of the first Jewish families in the community, more than twenty years ago.  She works as the Deputy Director and Adult Department Coordinator for the School for Peace in the village and is also involved with the Humanitarian Aid for Palestinians project in the community.
